GSA issues changes to Federal Management Regulation.
The General Services Administration (GSA) has published one final rule and one proposed rule that make changes to the Federal Management Regulation (FMR). The final rule, effective June 26, 2009, amends part 102-118 of the FMR regarding Transportation Payment and Audit by eliminating references to GSA's Federal Supply Service, which is now called the Federal Acquisition Service. In addition, addresses and names of other GSA business lines are updated, and a new address for courier mail for the Civilian Board of Contract Appeals is provided. The proposed rule would change policy on the replacement of personal property pursuant to the exchange/sale authority. Specifically, the proposed rule would remove the exchange/sale prohibition on aircraft and airframe structural components, subject to certain conditions. The proposed rule also would remove the prohibition on using scrap in an exchange/sale transaction when the property has utility and value at the time an exchange/sale determination is made.  In addition, a clerical correction would be made to explain that the time restriction on use of exchange/sale exchange allowances is the same as the restriction for use of exchange/sale sales proceeds. Written comments on the proposed rule are due by July 27, 2009.
