Section C - Description/Specification/Work Statement 

C.1  Statement of Work 

I.  BACKGROUND:  The Assistant Secretary for Health and Surgeon General delegated to NVPO to be the secretariat for the development and implementation of the United States Action Plan for Laboratory Containment of Wild Polioviruses. This action responds to the 1999 World Health Assembly=s reaffirmation of the World Health Organization=s (WHO) commitment to poliomyelitis eradication and urging of all member states to begin the process leading to poliovirus laboratory containment.   The rationale for global laboratory containment is the recognition that after polio eradication is achieved the only sources of wild polioviruses will be in the control, diagnostic, production, research, and teaching laboratories of the world.  When polio immunization stops, a chance reintroduction of poliovirus from one of these laboratoreis into the community would represent a public health threat of global proportions.  The purpose of containment is to prevent transmission of paralytic polioviruses from the laboratory to an anticipated increasing non-immune community.

      Under such scope, NVPO will facilitate and coordinate with all Departments that may have a role in containment and have the full support and weight of our nation=s highest authorities.  Other agencies collaborating with the NVPO are NIH, and NCID.  The National Vaccine Advisory Committee (NVAC) has created a Polio Laboratory Containment Workgroup as the core of the United States National Task Force, to develop and implement the action plan. 

II.  PURPOSE:  The purpose of this task is to produce the first steps toward a survey and inventory of laboratories posessing wild polio viruses infectious or potentially infections materials.  The laboratory survey is to encourage laboratories to dispose of all infectioins wild poliovirus materials and ensure that laboratories retaining such materials do so under appropriate biosafety levels and are listed on the national survey.  The NVPO needs someone who is highly skilled in this area with leadership and specialized expertise in surveying and establishing inventories, and an expert who is experienced in containment.

TThis will include: 1) A consultant to head up the program; 2) Communications personnel to adequately effectively implement projects and tasks with all agencies and departments involved; produce surveys, newsletters, posters, and appropriate technical task; 3) Travel will be necessary to conduct business with collaborating agencies in accomplishing a national inventory of all US laboratories retaining specimens in which wild polioviruses may be present. 4) Develop a survey for a global action plan for wild poliovirus.

TThe main objective is to have a contractor that is skilled in developing and implementing a successful survey and inventory.  This person would need to acquire detailed planning and have knowledge of how to achieve full support and cooperation from a wide range of organizations, including governmental agencies at all levels, private and public institutions, professional organizations, and industry interest groups. The contractor for this project must have expert knowledge of the survey, inventory, and containment process, capacity to build a national consensus, and a track record of coordinating multiple agencies.  


CONTRACT TASKS :

Task  1:  Create awareness and support for laboratory containment by publishing articles and announcements, conferring with key professional and governmental organizations, such as the Association of Public Health Laboratories, American Society for Microbiology, American Society for Biosafety, etc. and government agencies.

Develop the US Containment Plan and survey instruments through holding discussions and/or focus groups with the broad range of organizations listed above, conducting pilot surveys at CDC, NIH, and one or more major universities, and consultations with biosafety experts. 

Coordinate and facilitate 3 meetings for expert collaboration on a variety of issues which will be necessary in involving the various Departments and agencies that have a role in containment to discuss the Action Plan.

Develop a dedicated web page that includes informational facts and figures and AQuestions & Answers@ through the NVPO.


Develop instruments and a database for collecting and archiving information from laboratories/institutions.  

Facilitate implementation of the survey and inventory through a Steering Committee Chaired by the ASH and consisting of representatives from each US Department that may have a role in the containment process. 


Assure consistency with the WHO Global Action Plan.

Task 2:  tc \l2 "Conduct survey anticipated to involve in excess of 10,000 laboratories.


Provide website and establish a hotline to respond to questions concerning laboratory inventory and survey.  Follow up on non-and incomplete responders.


Visit randomly selected major laboratories to evaluate compliance.

 
Develop list of laboratories from multiple sources e.g. literature, reports, special agents database, etc. and cross reference to assure these laboratories have been include in the survey.


Complete inventory.


Develop action plan for response to notice of global eradication.

Develop a list of laboratories from multiple sources and cross reference to assure these laboratories have been included in the survey.

Assure consistency with the WHO Global Action Plan.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

Contractor shall provide to the Project Officer hardcopy and electronic format (WP 9.0 or similar software, 3.5" diskette) for all reports or deliverables.

A.  Monthly Progress Reports: 

The Contractor shall be required to submit to the Project Officer and the Contracting Officer monthly reports of performance under this contract.  The purpose of these reports is to keep appropriate Government managers appraised of the current status of significant work activities under the contract.  Of particular interest to the Government shall be the early identification of problem areas that might adversely affect contract performance, as well as the Contractor's plans to deal with such areas.

This report shall include as appropriate:


-  Summary of services provided.


-  Accomplishments during the reporting month.

-  Problem areas and recommendations for solution of problems identified during the reporting period.  Provide a brief and concise narrative of the nature and attempts by the Contractor to remedy the situation, and suggestions for resolving the problem.


-  Activities planned for the next month.


-  Special items of interest and activity.


- Other information or data deemed appropriate for inclusion in the monthly

report as requested by the Project Officer.


Monthly progress reports shall be prepared by Contractor to cover each month of performance under the contract and will be due to the Government by the tenth calendar day of the month following the month covered by the report.  The actual form and format of the report shall be coordinated between the Contractor and the Government on an ongoing basis to ensure that appropriate and meaningful information is being furnished through the report.

The Contractor shall develop a final report to document and review the entire project.  The report will include a discussion of the advisory and assistance services provided; the current state of evaluation contracted for and a review of contract activities, findings and Contractor recommendations by individual Work Authorization.  The final report shall contain an executive summary suitable for distribution to appropriate Government decision makers.

Section I-2 - Clauses Incorporated In Full Text 

I.1 FAR 52.219-23 Notice of Price Evaluation Adjustment for Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns (May 2001)


(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—


“Small disadvantaged business concern” means an offeror that represents, as part of its offer, that it is a small business under the size standard applicable to this acquisition; and either—



(1) It has received certification by the Small Business Administration as a small disadvantaged business concern consistent with 13 CFR 124, Subpart B; and




(i) No material change in disadvantaged ownership and control has occurred since its certification;




(ii) Where the concern is owned by one or more disadvantaged individuals, the net worth of each individual upon whom the certification is based does not exceed $750,000 after taking into account the applicable exclusions set forth at 13 CFR 124.104(c)(2); and




(iii) It is identified, on the date of its representation, as a certified small disadvantaged business concern in the database maintained by the Small Business Administration (PRO-Net).



(2) It has submitted a completed application to the Small Business Administration or a Private Certifier to be certified as a small disadvantaged business concern in accordance with 13 CFR124, Subpart B, and a decision on that application is pending, and that no material change in disadvantaged ownership and control has occurred since its application was submitted. In this case, in order to receive the benefit of a price evaluation adjustment, an offeror must receive certification as a small disadvantaged business concern by the Small Business Administration prior to contract award; or



(3) Is a joint venture as defined in 13 CFR 124.1002(f).


“Historically black college or university” means an institution determined by the Secretary of Education to meet the requirements of 34 CFR 608.2. For the Department of Defense (DoD), the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA), and the Coast Guard, the term also includes any nonprofit research institution that was an integral part of such a college or university before November 14, 1986.



“Minority institution” means an institution of higher education meeting the requirements of Section 1046(3) of the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1067k, including a Hispanic-serving institution of higher education, as defined in Section 316(b)(1) of the Act (20 U.S.C. 1101a)).



“United States” mean the Unites States, its territories and possessions, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the U.S. Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands, and the District of Columbia.


(b) Evaluation adjustment. 



(1) The Contracting Officer will evaluate offers by adding a factor of       percent to the price of all offers, except—




(i) Offers from small disadvantaged business concerns that have not waived the adjustment;




(ii) An otherwise successful offer of eligible products under the Trade Agreements Act when the dollar threshold for application of the Act is equaled or exceeded (see section 25.402 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR));




(iii) An otherwise successful offer where application of the factor would be inconsistent with a Memorandum of Understanding or other international agreement with a foreign government;




(iv) For DoD, NASA, and Coast Guard acquisitions, an otherwise successful offer from a historically black college or university or minority institution; and 




(v) For DOD acquisitions, [an] otherwise successful offer of qualifying country end products (see sections 225.000-70 and 252.225-7001 of the Defense FAR Supplement).



(2) The Contracting Officer will apply the factor to a line item or a group of line items on which award may be made. The Contracting Officer will apply other evaluation factors described in the solicitation before application of the factor. The factor may not be applied if using the adjustment would cause the contract award to be made at a price that exceeds the fair market price by more than the factor in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause.


(c) Waiver of evaluation adjustment. A small disadvantaged business concern may elect to waive the adjustment, in which case the factor will be added to its offer for evaluation purposes. The agreements in paragraph (d) of this clause do not apply to offers that waive the adjustment.

 Offeror elects to waive the adjustment.


(d) Agreements.



(1) A small disadvantaged business concern, that did not waive the adjustment, agrees that in performance of the contract, in the case of a contract for—




(i) Services, except construction, at least 50 percent of the cost of personnel for contract performance will be spent for employees of the concern;




(ii) Supplies (other than procurement from a nonmanufacturer of such supplies), at least 50 percent of the cost of manufacturing, excluding the cost of materials, will be performed by the concern;




(iii) General construction, at least 15 percent of the cost of the contract, excluding the cost of materials, will be performed by employees of the concern; or




(iv) Construction by special trade contractors, at least 25 percent of the cost of the contract, excluding the cost of materials, will be performed by employees of the concern.



(2) A small disadvantaged business concern submitting an offer in its own name agrees to furnish in performing this contract only end items manufactured or produced by small disadvantaged business concerns in the United States. This paragraph does not apply in connection with construction or service contracts.

I.2 FAR 52.244-6 Subcontracts for Commercial Items and Commercial Components (May 2001)

(f) Facsimile proposals are not authorized unless this solicitation incorporates FAR 52.215-5, Facsimile Proposals, in Section L.


(g) The Government will evaluate proposals in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth in Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award.

Section M - Evaluation Factors For Award 

M.1  Evaluation of Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Factor (Jul 2000)

The Government will evaluate the Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation Plan for those offerors within the competitive range.  Offerors who are themselves SDB's should note that this evaluation factor will only be applied to those SDB offerors declining the price evaluation adjustment for SDB concerns.  (See the provision entitled Price Evaluation Adjustment for Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns in Section K and FAR 52.219-23).  If award is made without discussions, the factor will be evaluated for all offerors.

The evaluation of this factor will be based on information obtained from the plan provided by the offeror, sources of past performance information (both those provided by the offeror and others identified by the Government), the realism of the plan (in terms of availability of SDB's to perform the specific work involved), other relevant information obtained from SDB concerns, and any information supplied by the offeror concerning problems encountered in SDB participation.

Evaluation of the SDB Participation Plan will be a subjective assessment based on consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances.   The Government is seeking to determine whether the offeror has demonstrated a commitment to use SDB concerns for the work for which it would be responsible as the prime contractor.

The assessment of the offeror's SDB Participation Plan will be used as a means of evaluating the relative capability and commitment of the offeror and the other competitors.

Offers will be evaluated on the following sub-factors:


(a) The extent of an offeror's commitment to use SDB concerns.  Commitment should be as specific as possible, i.e., are subcontract arrangements already in place, letters of commitment, etc.  Specific SDB concerns must be identified with points of contact and phone numbers.  Enforceable commitments will be weighted more heavily than non-enforceable ones.  Targets expressed as dollars and percentage of total contract value for each SDB participating will be incorporated into and become part of any resulting contract.  The extent of participation of all SDB concerns in terms of the value of the total acquisition must be identified.

NOTE:  Targets expressed in dollars and percentages of total contract value will be judged on findings of technical merit and on findings that the proposed costs are fair, reasonable and realistic.  Additional points or a higher rating will not be given simply for higher dollar or percentages of work going to SDBs.


(b) The complexity and variety of the work SDB concerns are proposed to perform.  Greater weight will be given for arrangements where the SDB will be performing a greater variety of work and work of greater complexity.


(c) Past performance of the offeror in complying with subcontracting plans for SDB concerns.  An offeror with an exceptional record of participation with SDB concerns will receive a more favorable evaluation than another whose record is acceptable.


(d) The following ratings are indicative of the point values that will be assigned to various levels of SDB involvement.  The actual scores assigned may fall anywhere within the range of –10 to +10.
