Dear Laboratory Director:

Within a few weeks, you will receive a wild poliovirus inventory form from the United
States Department of Health and Human Services. This is a separate activity from the
Select Agent Registry.

The purpose of the inventory is to prepare for laboratory containment in anticipation of
the successful global eradication of wild poliovirus within the next few years. Laboratory
containment of wild polioviruses is required to reduce the risk of inadvertent
reintroduction of polio into the community. Full participation of all biomedical
laboratories is essential.

Laboratories that retain poliovirus materials will be placed on the national inventory to be
informed of eradication progress and when to implement biosafety measures appropriate
for the materials stored and procedures performed.

Responses are due electronically or by mail on or before December 31, 2002.
