Attached is Acquisition Policy Memorandum No. 2008 – 05 entitled “Contract Reporting.”  Please use at least these minimum standards when preparing your quarterly accuracy reviews, beginning in the 2nd quarter of FY09.  We’d like to express our thanks to you, your staff, and your representatives on the DCIS Configuration Committee for providing feedback on the earlier draft versions of the OPDIV data review standards and interim HHSAR guidance on DCIS roles and responsibilities.   
 

This policy memorandum and its two enclosures serve to enhance and standardize across the Department: (a) our acquisition guidance on DCIS roles and responsibilities; (b) our FY 2009 acquisition data review standards; and (c) our business rule on DCIS data timeliness.  In turn, this will help HHS to improve its data accuracy performance, promote better procurement executive decision-making, and negotiate the most fair and realistic small business goals possible.

We look forward to working with you to: (a) measure data accuracy under our HHS Acquisition Dashboard; (b) discuss at periodic Executive Committee for Acquisition meetings (or other forum) the latest quality control and improvement mechanisms you’ve put in place to validate and verify your procurement data; and (c) lay the groundwork for our next HHS-wide procurement data study, scheduled for FY 2010.
