H.
ADDITIONAL SERVICES

The price per man-hour for providing additional services when ordered that are in addition to the man-hours and services specified herein for the basic services is established below in "I.".  Orders for additional service may be placed orally by the project officer when the amount of the order totals $1,000 or less or in the event of an emergency.  All orders that exceed $1,000 must be placed or confirmed (in the case of an emergency) by issuance of an SF (Standard Form)  - 30.  The SF-30 will describe the service to be provided and will establish (using Government standards), the maximum number of hours for which the contractor will be compensated.  Individual orders for additional services involving more than forty (40) man-hours will be issued only with the assent of the Contractor.  The total number of additional  service hours ordered during the initial twelve month period, or any option period, shall not exceed 5000.  Each guard assigned to temporary additional service must be equipped in accordance with the existing contract specifications.  This additional services provision is intended to be used to satisfy the Government's short term nonrecurring needs for service.  Should a continuing need for additional service arise, a contract modification will be negotiated pursuant to the "Changes" clause contracting in Part II, Section I of this contract.
