Conflict of Interest in Research
Financial conflict of interest in human subjects research is a continuing challenge to the research community, and one currently governed by 45 CFR 46 only with respect to conflicts of interest by Institutional Review Board members, not by investigators. Marilyn Fields, study director from the Institute of Medicine, will present the recent April 2009 IOM report on this issue, which will be followed by perspectives and commentary from leaders in academia and pharma.  The focus of discussion will be emerging institutional conflict of interest policies and the subsequent effects on public trust, scientific integrity, and administrative burden.
