Charge to OHRP Panel:
Status of SACHRP Recommendations, Policy and Rulemaking Process, 

and OHRP Staffing and Budget
The Secretary's Advisory Committee on Human Research Protections (formerly known as the National Human Research Protections Advisory Committee) was formed in 2002 in order to provide expert advice and recommendations to the Secretary of Health and Human Services on topics associated with the protection of human research subjects. After six years, the committee has communicated eight letters of recommendations to the Secretary, the most recent having been sent in September of 2008. These recommendations represent the work-product of SACHRP’s various subcommittees as well as deliberations of the parent committee itself. 
This panel is an opportunity for SACHRP to pause and consider its accomplishments to date, as well as educate both old and new members on the topics that have been previously addressed by the committee. This panel will: describe the current status of the approved and communicated SACHRP recommendations, including any action taken on them by OHRP; summarize the Federal rule-making processes as well as the internal OHRP policy and guidance making procedures; and lastly, provide an overall synopsis of the current budget and staffing issues confronting OHRP.
