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A. JUSTIFICATION

This is a request for Office of Management and Budget (OMB) emergency processing and approval under 5 CFR 1320.13 of an Office of Family Planing (OFP), Office of Population Affairs (OPA) Survey of Family Planning Grantees regarding the number of family planning sites funded under Title X of the Public Health Service Act that also provide abortions with non-Federal funds.

1.
Importance of the Data

The Conference Report accompanying the Fiscal Year 2004 Consolidated Appropriations Act, Pub. L. 108-199 directs the Department to collect this information. The Conference Report states:

The conference agreement modifies House report language to direct the Secretary to request that Title X grantees voluntarily provide the following information regarding abortions: the number of Title X funded sites that also provide abortions with non​Federalfunds. The Secretary's request shall be limited to the above question with no additional information regarding the identity of the clinics or the patients receiving abortions. The conferees direct that when the Secretary requests the information, the letter of request should contain a statement making it clear that the grantees' responses shall be voluntary and without consequence, or threat of consequence, to non-responsiveness. The conferees further direct that the records documenting this information shall be retained by the grantee, and shall not be provided to the Secretary nor any other Federal, State, or local official or entity. The conferees expect the Secretary to provide a report to the House and Senate appropriations committees four months after enactment of this Act summarizing the volunteered information.

Purpose and Uses of the Data

The attached survey will be sent from the Office of Family Planning/Office of Population Affairs to each family planning service grant project funded under section 1001 of the Public Health Service Act. The data will be collected from grantees in summary format and will serve as the basis for a required report to Congress.

Improved Information Technology

4.
Efforts to Identify Duplication

The data obtained from this survey is not collected by any other source. This form does not duplicate items from any other Office of Family Planning data collection efforts.

Methods Used to Minimize Burden on Small Entities

No small entities will be part of this data collection.

6.
Consequences of Not Collecting the Information

This is a one-time project. The lack of this data will severely hamper the Department's ability to respond to the Congressional directive that a report be provided to both the House and Senate Appropriations Committees summarizing the volunteered information regarding the number of Title X-funded sites that also provide abortions with non-Federal funds.

7.
Departures from Guidelines in 5 CFR 1320.5

The proposed data collection is consistent with guidelines set forth in 5 CFR 1320.5.

Consultations Outside of the Office of Population Affairs

No consultants were used in the development of this instrument. The Federal Register notice requesting that OMB grant a 120 day approval for this information collection under procedures for emergency processing, and soliciting public comment is attached at Tab C.

9.
Payments or Gifts to Respondents

No payments or gifts will be provided to respondents.

10.
Assurances of Confidentiality
Information will collected consistent with the program regulations (42 CFR 59.15) which state, "All information as to personal facts and circumstances obtained by the title X project staff about individuals receiving services must be held confidential and must not be disclosed without the individual's consent, except as may be necessary to provide services to the patient or as required by law, with appropriate safeguards for confidentiality. Otherwise, information may be disclosed only in summary, statistical, or other form which does not identify particular individuals."

In addition, the Conference Report language cited above, directs that the records documenting the information shall be retained by the grantee, and not provided to the Secretary or any other Federal, State or local official or entity. No specific individuals, clinics, or centers will be associated with the responses provided by the grantees to HHS.

11.
Sensitive Questions
Although the survey contains questions of a sensitive nature (i.e. the number Title X sites that also provide abortion with non-Federal funds), these data are being collected in response to a Congressional directive. The information reported by grantees will be provided in aggregate numbers. Individuals cannot be identified based on aggregated totals and no individual identifiers will be collected. As stipulated in the Conference Report language, responses shall be voluntary and without consequence, or threat of consequence, to non-responsiveness.

12.
Estimates of Hour Burden to Respondents

The estimated average number of hours per response is 2 hours. This estimate includes the time required by each grantee to review instructions, gather existing data, consult with clinic sites and complete and review the form. This estimate is based on prior program experience in collecting annual program data.
