Insurers cannot cancel your coverage
If you become sick because of an
unintentional mistake on an
application.

Insurers cannot cap the dollar
amount they will payin health care
for a person over a lifetime.

If insurers deny care or payment for
servicesconsumers will have a new
appeal process in new health plans.

If you have fewer than 25
employees and provide
health insurance you may
gualify for asmall business
tax creditof up to 35% (up
to 25% for norprofits) to
offset the cost of your
iInsurance. This will make the
cost of providing insurance
much lower.
