Description

The HRSA Office of Information Technology (OIT) provides IT services for the various bureaus and departments within HRSA.  The Division of Network Services (DNS) is a general support system used to provide administrative services to HRSA personnel, and access to HRSA major applications.

The Division of Electronic Information Services (DEIS) implements, administers and maintains an application hosting capability for internally and externally accessible applications supporting the mission of HRSA.  Included within the DEIS system are Intel-based servers and supporting infrastructure that provide web based application support.

The General Support system does not collect information except passwords for authorized users that are associated with an individual’s User Id.
