Description

1. Provide an overview of the system or collection and indicate the legislation authorizing this activity. 

HRSA’s Maternal and Child Health Bureau (MCHB) administers the Title V MCH Services Block Grant Program, through which approximately $720 million is distributed to the 59 U.S. States, Territories and the District of Columbia.  All grantee entities (e.g. States) are required to report annually to comply with the Federal Guidance.  To fulfill these requirements, the State must submit required forms and an annual report.  Both the forms and report capture financial data (budget and expenditure), program information, and performance measure data.  The Title V Block Grant Application and Annual Report is an electronic Web-based set of forms and report interfaces that the States use to fulfill their annual reporting requirements.  The legislation authorizing this activity are:

· Title V of the Social Security Act of 1935.

· Executive Order 12372 (Intergovernmental Review of Federal Programs).  The DHHS has implemented the Executive Order through regulations at 45 CFR Part 100 (Intergovernmental Review of Department of Health and Human Services Programs and Activities).

· The Government Performance Results Act (GPRA) of 1993, which requires federally funded agencies to develop and implement an accountability system based on performance measurement, including setting goals and objectives and measuring progress toward achieving them. 

2. Describe the information the agency will collect and how the agency will use the collected information. Explain how the data collected are the minimum necessary to accomplish the purpose for this effort.

MCHB collects from each grantee:

· Anticipated budget amounts for the State’s MCH Federal-State Title V Block Grant Partnership

· Budgeted and expended amounts by source of funding

· Information on populations served and insurance coverage

· Information on deliveries and infants served by Title V

· Data on 9 State Health System Capacity Indicators 

· Data on 12 State Health Status Indicators and 6 Outcome Measures

· Data on 18 National Performance Measures, including newborn screening and treatment

· Data on 7 – 10 State-specific Performance Measures determined by each State

MCHB uses the data to ensure the proper administration of the Title V program and in its annual report to the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services.

3.   Explain why the information is being collected.

In support of the Title V Block Grant Program, the TVIS provides a simpler, more efficient method of gathering and validating grantees’ data submissions and facilitates the monitoring of the compliance and performance measures of program participants and the MCHB administration of the program.

4.   Identify with whom the agency will share the collected information.

The TVIS searchable database is posted on the MCHB webpage.  Following are frequent users: 

· Local, State, National Public Health Agencies

· Congress

· Health Professional/Public Health Students for research purposes.

5. There is no individual identifying information collected or used at any time; therefore, there is no process to

obtain informed consent.  States report on aggregated data only.  Each State MCH Director is authorized to

submit names of up to 6 individuals who will be granted access to the data entry system.  In the CY 2003

process, there were 279 registered users for the 59 States, for an average of 4.7 per State.

6.   State whether information will be collected from children under age 13 on the Internet and, if so, how parental or guardian approval will be obtained. (Reference: Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act of 1998).

Only State MCH programs can provide data for the TVIS.  No information is collected from children.

7. Describe how the information will be secured.

The TVIS does not handle sensitive individual information.  However, to maintain integrity of the system, we ensure that only valid users can enter data into the system and those users can enter data only for their own state.  During the limited period of data entry, users (whose identities are associated with States during the registration process) can see and manipulate data only from their State, and they are aware this is public data.  After the reporting cycle, all user accounts will be inactivated, and all users will be removed from the system.  Before the next year’s reporting cycle, a new list of valid users will be populated, and all users will be required to register again. 


8. Describe plans for retention and destruction of data collected.

There are no plans for destruction of the aggregated data.  In order to track and measure performance                                                                                                                                                                                                over time, it is required to retain data.  When the quantity of data exceeds the limit of display parameters, the oldest data will be archived, but still available to interested parties.   The HRSA OIT performs daily backup to prevent loss of data.  Our IT contractor, SAIC, also performs periodic data backup as part of configuration management.  At least two copies of each dataset are maintained (one at HRSA OIT and one offsite at SAIC), so data can always be refreshed.
