IS Interjurisdictional Data Exchange: A Priority for ASTHO

The Infectious Disease Policy Committee (IDPC) identified IIS interjurisdictional data sharing
as a top immunization priority.

Recognized there was a special need to develop solutions to address the temporary
workforce issue in North Dakota.

Determined that a meeting among state stakeholders may spark new ideas for how to
achieve IIS interjurisdictional data sharing and overcome barriers. ASTHO therefore held a
meeting in August 2014 to engage key stakeholders from five states in a discussion about
barriers and potential solutions regarding IIS interjurisdictional data sharing.

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Meeting Discussion: Barriers

Programmatic Barriers
Difficulties in devoting time, money, and resources to establishing the connection and agreeing to procedures.
State health departments may not be able to prioritize this initiative.

Technical Barriers
States must make technological upgrades to their current system, which can take time and resources.
Limited consistent business processes for an entire network of interstate data exchange.
State-to-state differences in IIS.

Legal Barriers
Laws may strictly prohibit data sharing.
Laws may require a data sharing agreement.
If out-of-state providers want to directly query the IIS, they may be required to establish a user agreement with

each provider/clinic.

Now that all pilot states have signed the MOU, we are starting to
think about next steps, including MOU implementation.
